BSL.

Beginners Part 1

This course is designed to enable beginners to develop an ability to
communicate using BSL in a range of familiar situations. The course consists
of topics such as: finger spelling, numbers, food and drink, your interests,
and more vocabulary around home life. We use fun, practical teaching
methods to help you to learn how to sign and communicate at a basic level.
By the end of this course, you should be able to have a brief conversation in
BSL.

British Sign Language — 12 weeks |2 hrs Classroom
Beginners Part 2

This course is designed to build on knowledge learned in Part 1, the course
may also be right for you if you already have a very basic level of BSL. This
course will help you to improve your ability to communicate using BSL in
arange of situations. We will use similar topics to Part 1, but you will learn
more vocabulary and work on improving fluency and knowledge of BSL so
that you are a more confident signer.
